Al sinds 1994 richten AkzoNobel en Plan International zich samen via Stichting Education Fund '94 op betere
leefomstandigheden voor kansarme kinderen en jongeren. Meer dan 50 projecten in 15 landen heeft AkzoNobel
mede mogelijk gemaakt in Zuid Amerika, Afrika en Zuidoost-Azié. In de loop der jaren is bijna € 2 miljoen
geinvesteerd en hebben ruim 10.000 kinderen de mogelijkheid gekregen goed onderwijs in veilige en
hygiénische omstandigheden te volgen. Ook de medewerkers van AkzoNobel dragen bij aan Stichting Education
Fund '94 via fondsenwervende acties.
